1.1 RELATED DOCUMENTS

C. Schedule:  Provide a schedule of hollow-metal work prepared by or under the 

supervision of supplier, using same reference numbers for details and openings as 

those on Drawings.  Coordinate with final Door Hardware Schedule. 

1.5 INFORMATIONAL SUBMITTALS 

A. Product Test Reports:  For each type of hollow-metal door and frame assembly, for 

tests performed by a qualified testing agency. 

1.6 DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING 

A. Deliver hollow-metal work palletized, packaged, or crated to provide protection 

during transit and Project-site storage.  Do not use nonvented plastic. 

1. Provide additional protection to prevent damage to factory-finished units. 

B. Store hollow-metal work vertically under cover at Project site with head up.  Place 

on minimum 4-inch- high wood blocking.  Provide minimum 1/4-inch space between 

each stacked door to permit air circulation.

B. Source Limitations:  Obtain hollow-metal work from single source and from single 

manufacturer. 
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2.2 EXTERIOR HOLLOW-METAL DOORS 

A. Construct exterior doors and frames to comply with the standards indicated for 

materials, fabrication, hardware locations, hardware reinforcement, tolerances, and 

clearances, and as specified. 

B. Extra-Heavy-Duty Doors:  SDI A250.8, Level 3.  At locations where exterior hollow 

metal is indicated in the Door Schedule. 

1. Physical Performance:  Level A according to SDI A250.4. 

2. Doors: 

a. Type:  As indicated in the Door Schedule. 

b. Thickness:  1-3/4 inches 

c. Face:  Metallic-coated steel sheet, minimum thickness of 0.053 inch, 

with minimum A40 coating. 

d. Edge Construction:Model 1, Full Flush. 

e. Core:   Polyisocyanurate or Polystyrene to meet the following : 

1) Thermal-Rated Doors:  Provide doors fabricated with 

thermal-resistance value (R-value) of not less than 2.1 deg F x h x 

sq. ft./Btu when tested according to ASTM C 1363. 

3. Exposed Finish:  Prime. (Contractor to apply final finish in field) 

2.3 MATERIALS 

A. Cold-Rolled Steel Sheet:  ASTM A 1008/A 1008M, Commercial Steel (CS), Type B; 

suitable for exposed applications. 

B. Hot-Rolled Steel Sheet:  ASTM A 1011/A 1011M, Commercial Steel (CS), Type B; free 

of scale, pitting, or surface defects; pickled and oiled. 

C. Metallic-Coated Steel Sheet:  ASTM A 653/A 653M, Commercial Steel (CS), Type B. 

D. Inserts, Bolts, and Fasteners:  Hot-dip galvanized according to ASTM A 153/A 153M. 

E. Grout:  ASTM C 476, except with a maximum slump of 4 inches, as measured 

according to ASTM C 143/C 143M. 

F. Mineral-Fiber Insulation:  ASTM C 665, Type I (blankets without membrane facing); 

consisting of fibers manufactured from slag or rock wool; with maximum flame-spread 

and smoke-developed indexes of 25 and 50, respectively; passing ASTM E 136 for 

combustion characteristics. 
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
